College Support Program was launched in DATE to honor the achievements and aspirations of motivated and talented young people emancipating from the foster care system.  Students in the program have access to A list of your services.
Another important component of the program is the outreach and recruitment of foster youth to go onto higher education.  Since the majority of foster youth continuing with their postsecondary education attend community college, your assistance in building a pipeline from a two-year to a four-year college is critical.  In the effort to build a pipeline between your institution and ours, I have included brochures and fact sheets of our program for you to have available for students who are seeking to transfer to College Support Program.
